Millbrook First Nation’s insurance covers the structural costs of CMHC houses and band-owned homes on
reserve. Please note that the contents inside the homes, including the appliances, are not insured by the First
Nation. It is important to protect your belonging and one way to do that is to consider purchasing home
insurance for the contents of your home. This became apparent after the recent flooding of basements that
occurred in Millbrook’s communities last month. If Millbrook members are interested in home contents
insurance, they will be responsible and it will not be covered by the First Nation. Questions? Please reach out
to Millbrook’s housing department.

Millbrook’s Security Services

Millbrook’s security team is responsible for keeping Millbrook’s community safe and secure. They work around
the clock and are on call 24 hours a day. Their duties include patrolling the neighbourhoods of Millbrook and
Cole Harbour because having a physical presence in the community is a deterrent for minor damage or other
unsavoury activities. They are trained to identify unusual activity and pay attention to detail to reduce risks to the
community. In addition, they observe and report suspicious activity that may be criminal.

If a community member is in danger or witnesses criminal activity, it is important that they call 911 or the local
Millbrook or Cole Harbour, Sheet Harbour detachment of the RCMP. Please note that the security team cannot
report incidents on your behalf.

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Nova Scotia To Resume Confirmation PCR Testing for Positive Rapid Tests
Thursday, February 24, 2022 - 10:27AM
Nova Scotia continues to see a decline in new COVID-19 cases and therefore a lower number of PCR tests

being performed. As a result, Nova Scotia Health’s microbiology lab now has the capacity to resume
confirmation PCR testing for those who test positive on a COVID-19 rapid antigen test.

If people test positive on a rapid antigen test, they can now choose to either isolate as a positive case or get a
confirmation PCR test. If the confirmation PCR test is negative, they are not required to isolate and can resume
normal activities (as long as they have no symptoms or once their symptoms are improving and they have no
fever for at least 24 hours). If their confirmation PCR test is positive, they are required to isolate as per Public
Health guidelines.

The added option to have a positive rapid test confirmed with a PCR test will reduce situations in which people
are isolating when they don’t need to.

Confirmation PCR COVID-19 testing was put on hold in December at the height of the Omicron surge due to
the extremely high testing demands on the lab.

It is important to note this change will likely result in a higher number of reported cases, as case numbers are
based on positive PCR tests, not rapid tests. This increase should be considered a more accurate picture of
reported cases in Nova Scotia, rather than a reflection of a new surge of COVID-19 cases.

In the coming weeks, the consultation department will be launching the
second round of community cannabis consultation. We will be seeking
Community members interested in participating in a community-based
committee, with the task of drafting Millbrook's cannabis regulations. A
second round of targeted engagement sessions with Elders, Youth,
Administration staff, dispensary owners, business owners and the community
at large will take place in the Spring to help identify priorities for the
committee to consider.

YMillbrook Fisheries has been approved for $500,000.00 in funding over two years
through the DFO Whalesafe Gear Adoption Fund. Whale mitigation measures will
become mandatory by the end of 2023. Millbrook Fisheries is being proactive by
sourcing new technologies in fishing gear through the fund in order to conduct sea
trials, which will help determine which new gear type will work best for our
operation. The new gear will help to reduce whale entanglements and ultimately,
deaths, by using gear that is designed to be safer for large marine mammals. We will
soon be actively seeking a candidate to support this program on a temporary, full-
time basis. The North Atlantic Right Whale (NARW) is critically endangered, with less
than 400 individuals remaining in the world. It is up to all of us to work collectively
towards the recovery of these incredible mammals.
